(  Read and meditate on Isaiah 53 this week.  Commit parts or all of it to memory during this Easter season. 
( From your reading in Isaiah 53 use the following to help you more fully understand the significance of who Jesus is and what he did.
List the verbs in 53:4-6, which describe His suffering.

List the phrases in 53:4-6, which have 'our' part of them. They show what we contribute to the process of salvation. Notice we do not see our good works listed!
The last portion of 53:4 suggests that some people misinterpret why Jesus died. What is the reason mentioned in this line? 

From 53:5 what would you say the reason of the Servant's suffering? 
PRAYER FOCUS:  The cross is a powerful reminder of the length God went to in order to secure salvation for us.  Spend some time in prayer reflecting on the cross, expressing gratitude and worship for who Jesus is and what he did for us.
