What about the ordinary moments – times you look back to now and see God’s clear presence and direction, even though you may not have been aware at the time?
DIGGING IN
 
( We need reminders to keep our perspective that God is often very present and actively at work no matter how good, how awful, or how ordinary our circumstances might seem.  Take a look at the following verses that teach us to keep our perspective no matter what’s going on around us.

2 Kings 6:8-23 (especially v 15-17)
Romans 8:35-39

2 Corinthians 4:16-18

MAKING IT REAL 

( This question is kind of a repeat from last week – During the Christmas season, let’s be intentional about strategically cultivating relationships and building bridges with those disconnected from God – especially people who are perhaps in difficult ugly circumstances.
Prayerfully answer this next question:  Who are 2-4 people in your circles of relationships in your family, neighborhood, work, school, stores etc. with whom God might want you to start and/or more intentionally cultivate relationships?
PRAYER FOCUS:  Pray for these people specifically by name once a day for a minute or two every day this week.
