Ephesians 5:10-20
(ĭn’ter-sĕkt’) –To cut across; to overlap each other

MAKING IT REAL 

Paul wants us to do more than understand (v. 17) God’s will, he wants our lives to be fully shaped by it.  What specific areas are you struggling to relinquish control?  What do you believe holds you back?

· Paul mentions the abuse of alcohol in verse 18, but what other things battle with the Spirit for influence in your life?  (i.e. lust, greed, vanity, anger, food, image, apathy, etc.)
· Aside from being joyful and kind in our words, how can we encourage one another to pursue Christ with unhindered devotion?  Generally, how can we encourage one another?
· Share one or two things you are thankful to God for tonight.  Intentionally focus on cultivating a spirit of gratitude this week.
PRAYER FOCUS:  Pray that God would give each of you the courage to release every area of your life to him-your hopes, dreams, fears, wounds-and the trust to believe he is faithful and sufficient.  Pray that we as a church be open and responsive to the Spirit’s leadership.
